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WhoDoUWant2B? Campaign Fact Sheet

Background:

· SB 70, the Economic Development and Career Technical Education Reform Initiative was introduced by Senator Jack Scott in January 2005 and signed into law by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in September 2005.
· SB 70 prescribes enhanced coordination among the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges (CCC), Regional Occupation Centers and Programs (ROCPs) and middle and high schools to strengthen Career Technical Education (CTE) pathways.
· CTE integrates secondary core academics with technical and occupational courses to give students a pathway to postsecondary education and careers.
· The “WhoDoUWant2B?” campaign originated from the SB 70 project: Statewide Career Pathways: Creating School to College Articulation Project (Project), a collaborative effort between the Community Colleges, the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges and the California Department of Education.
· The project’s Steering Committee includes representatives from high schools, ROCPs, and community colleges as well as Tech Prep and articulation professionals.  For more information about the project, please go to www.asccc.org.
· The campaign was developed with funding through the California Department of Education and the California Community Colleges from SB 70.

·  “WhoDoUWant2B?” is an integrated, statewide marketing campaign encouraging secondary students to plan for their future careers and consider the many opportunities available to them in the CTE programs in our state’s high schools, ROCPs and community colleges.
· Beginning in February 2008 and continuing over the next year, the campaign will consist of radio and Internet ads targeting 12-19 year olds, marketing and informational materials disseminated to high schools, ROCPs and community colleges, and outreach to media, and events and activities highlighting corporate and community-based campaign and program partnerships; all intended to direct students to the Web site www.WhoDoUWant2B.com. 
· From this Web site, students, parents and educators will be guided to various resources about pathway opportunities, potential careers and curriculum offerings in high schools, ROCPs and community colleges.  
· The Web site will be a central hub for information and will expand and evolve over the next year or more.
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
